· If you plan on taking your fish home, bring ice and a cooler.

· Suntan lotion; hat, bug spray, sun glasses for eye protection, hooded windbreaker for rainy days.

· Old sneakers for wading in the water.

· Swim clothes and towel on Wednesday for seining.
· Lunch packed in insulated cooler bag with your child’s name on it. Don't pack lunch on Thursday, July 1. Campers will be treated to a hot dog barbeque at Mercer County Park. (If your child does not eat hot dogs, please pack lunch.)
· Cold beverages, water bottles (individual frozen juice packs are ideal).

· Plastic storage containers, zip-lock bags and a large supply of snap swivels.
